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Abstract

This literature review discusses and focuses on the issue of parent-school partnership. It refers
to the background to its development as well as to policies mandating it. The review analyzes
studies which explore the various areas to which parent-school partnerships can contribute,
offers some theoretical explanations for this contribution and refers to the relevant factors
which may determine its existence and extent. Next, the review introduces research examining
views and attitudes of pre-service and in-service teachers as well as parents to children in the
educational system on this subject. An important and original part of the review is dedicated to
discussion of the question of whether and to what extent parent-school partnership is discussed
and trained in teacher education and what are the obstacles to include this topic in various
training programs. The review offers important insights reflecting a gap between the significant
contribution of parent-school partnership and lack of sufficient training as well as complex
attitudes of all parties involved.
